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A MOVIE PARTY FROM BLACKHAWK
For this party, we've picked '‘The
Sound of Music™ with Julie Andrews and
Christopher Plummer.

3 lbs. chuck or salt and pepper
rump in to taste
2 inch chunks

Chop the bacon. Fry it until crlsp
Drain on a brown paper bag or towels.
Pour off most of the fat. Saute the onions
in the butter over low heat until golden
and limp, about 20-30 minufes. In sepa-
rate skillet, add the oil and brown the
meat. In large casserole, put the meat,
bay leaf, thyme, and garlic. Put onions
on top of meat. Add flour to the meat
pan scraping the sides and bottom for
tasty tid bits. Cook the flour until light
brown. Add the beer and beef broth stir-
ring constantly until sbuce is smooth.
Add salt and pepper to taste. The sauce
should come up over the meat. Add
more beer if necessary. Cook in a 300°
oven slowly for 2-2%2 hrs, or until ferk
tender.

Pour into souffle bowl or cups. Chill over-
night. Keep the hot coffee coming.
