Dust flying, cars crashing, engines whining,
tires sauealing and crowds cheering are the sight
and sound recorded in this collection of Ameri-
can auto racing newsreels.

__Pike's Peak is the site of one particularly ex-
citing sequence, as some of the fastest cars of the
1930's speed up the treacherous twisting path to
the Peak. At times the cars seem on the verge of
running over the cameraman, only to turn at the last moment,

The Ascot race in Los Angeles is featured too, with newsreel coverage of several mishaps
including a close shot of one driver flying out of his auto as it slams into a wall. There are sev-
eral other scenes in this film depicting the danger involved in racing.

On the other hand, the amazing skill and daring of the men behind the wheels are also im-
pressively portrayed. The wonder of these racing scenes is not that there are accidents, buft
that the accidents are not more severé. The drivers dexterously avoid wrecks in the midst of
the track without noticeably decreasing the velocity of their vehicles,

No film on American auto racing would be complete without scenes from the Indianapolis
500, so several sequences from that race are included here. In the early vears of the Hoosier

classic, each car carried two men and footage of one of those races shows the driver '‘Wild .

Bill'' Cummings victoriously guzzling beer in the winner's circle. The most recent race recor-
ded is the 1957 Indianapolis 500 won by Sam Hanks with an average speed of over 135 m.p.h.

The vintage racing machines, the alliterative banter of the commentators and the excite-
ment of the world of the *'Speed Demons'' make AMERICAN AUTO RACING worth owning for
any auto buff.

Essanay Period
Here was the time that Chaplin began to come into
his own. With more time devoted to the preparation
of his films, his talent became even more in evid-
ence and there was less and less dependence on
slapstick. Almost all of his Essanay films were two
reelers (most of them are or will be available from
Blackhawk) and were more painstakingly pro-
duced. But, so high had his popularity skyrocketed
in 1915 that Mutual was oble to sign him away from
Essanay in February, 1914, at salary and bonus fo-
taling $670,000 for a year.

A story had hit New York's fron! poges aboul an old carpenter
who had been fired from his job. Unable to find work, his meager savings gene,
his dying wife hungry, he broke into a grocery store. Caught with stolen food in
his arms, he was arrested and iailed. Touched by his story, the kindly judge ver-
ified the focts of his case and released the old man — sending food and medical
help back to the bed-ridden wife.

It established the
idea of film as o serious art form, established Griffith’'s methods of mavie story-
telling os the bosis of film technique, estoblished the director as the principal
creative figure in filmmaking, and established film as a force for effective propo-
ganda, Commercially, THE BIRTH OF A NATION was the first film fo be
presented as a legitimate stage attraction (the best seats cost $2), with specially
composed music performed at each screening by a large orchestra, THE BIRTH
OF A NATION croused a storm of controversy. Liberals and soclalists condem-
ned it, and the National Association for the Advancement of Colored People was
able to force certain cuts in the film. Theatrical showings of it were picketed as
recently as 1973. Thus historically, THE BIRTH OF A NATION demenstrated
that movies, no less than literature ar traditional theatre, could become the sub-
ject of serious social, political and ideological discussion, In this way it brought

film into a position of influence in the social life of the American nation.

or all of the speech lip synchronized.

® SYNCHRONIZED SOUND — A film in which much of the film is actual location sound and may
include some lip synchronized speech. But such a film may include added music and narration.

® NARRATION — Usvally with a background of music or music and sound effects, with narration
the predominant part of the sound.

® MUSICAL ACCOMPANIMENT — Usually a musical score recorded live on pipe organ or piano,
or from piano rolls, music boxes and mechanical music makers or various sorts, somefimes
with sound effects added.

“'Song Cor-Tunes' were distributed with special times
sheet music to be performed . in close synchronization by
theater musicians.

Fleischer “'song Car-Tunes', issued by Blockhawk in re-
sponse to the numerous requests for sing-a-long bouncing
ball cartoons which we have hod over the years. The film
