Reading Maurice Trace 9 s interesting article on "Picadilly" in your most recent 
issue, prompts me to write of the time in the early thirties, when I knew one

of the stars of that film - Anna May Wongo

It was one evening in 1934 when I was confortably settled in a first class 
diner en route for Liverpool (one could afford to go "1st" in those days) where 
I was going on a business journey, that just before the train left Euston 9 the 
Guard staggered in with several smart white suitcases and put them on the rack 
opposite my seat e This rather annoyed me as I had been looking forward to 
putting my feet up on the empty seat after a good meal and relaxing in comfort 
for the rest of the journeyo 

However, immediately after the luggage 9 a most attractive young woman came and 
sat down directly opposite whom I had no difficulty at all in recognising as 
Miss Wongo Perhaps I ought to mention here that Anna May had long been a 
schoolboy pin-up of mine9 ever since I had seen her in that famous "oldie" 
with the original Douglas Fairbanks - "The Thief of Bagdad" - so I was already 
acquainted with the lady 9 s charms to some extento 

After dinner her eyes closed and9 as far as I could tell she fell asleepQ 
This was the chance I had been waiting faro I used to paint and draw a bit 
them; and after summoning the steward to ask for a supply of paper9 I began to 
make various sketches of my attractive neighbour's features. She woke before 
I had finished the drawings and made me promise to send her the completed 
picture when ready - which I later did doo 

At Liverpool
9 

my taxi drew up at the same well known hotel as Miss Wong 9 s 9 we

happened to go up in the same lift to the first floor and both went to our 
respective rooms - she to what I afterwards found to be a VoiePo suite 9 and 
me being of humbler means9 to a single with bath. 

That evening the local papers carried advertisements of the Empire Theatre 
extolling the virtues of "Anna May Wong, the famous film star" who was 
appearing in person for one week only. This gave me another ideal Why not 
•ake a movie of her stage show?

I had no camera with me and being unable to beg9 borrow or hire a 9.5 one, I 
regrettably had to hire an old B & H 16mm camera from a shop in Lord Street. 
This was loaded with fast black and white stock and the following evening saw 
me seated in the front row of the stalls with camera at the ready. 

Incidentally 9 all the stalls were sold out for that week so I had to appeal to 
the star herself

9 who soon fixed me up with a good seat. 

During the filming 9 the motor made such a noise that I was almost in danger of 
being thrown out and Miss Wong herself afterwards told me how disconcerting it 
had been, especially during her singingo However 9 luckily the whole 100 feet 
came out remarkably well when one considers that only the stage lights were in 
use, and I have the original film to this day 9 together with a copy on 9.5. 
Anna May herself was pleased with the result and insisted that I should let 
her have a copy, which I was glad to do - together with the finished portrait 
made from my sketches, with which she seemed equally pleasantly surprisedo 

In conclusion, let me say that after getting to know her better 9 I formed a 
very high opinion of Anna May Wong as a person and had great respect and 
admiration for her

9 for she possessed talent and brains as well as beauty. 
Alas j she died a few years ago at a comparatively young age 9 and there must be 
many of US< elderly folk who will never forget hero

Their London representative, Shigeo Kitanoj phoned to tell 
me that he had been to the B08.C and viewed my film and the final decision 
would rest with the director o About a week later after the filming team had 
returned home� he phoned again telling me that they had finally decided not to 
use my footage9 which was a rather sad anti"climax to an exciting montho Any­
way, all is not lost yet, and at the time of writing, a canal carrying company 
is showing some interest in the film 9 and I hope to be able to give you some 
interesting news about this at a later dateo
